A table will be
set up there. Tay Township will pick up the full bags of garbage at the Pine

Street Beach on Tuesday, May 19, at the entrance to the pier.

To assist, a Director will also swing by to pick up the litter collected from the Trail
at two additional points: at the gated entrance to the Trail at the Albin Loop, and
at the Trail head parking lot on Coldwater Road.

This spring cleaning community activity qualifies for high school
student volunteer hours so ‘WELCOME, STUDENTS!’
