A RAMP OR STAIRS TO THE BEACH


We are appreciative of the large stones placed at the bottom of 
the hillside at the Beach to prevent further erosion.  The Pine 
Street Beach was open all summer and was well loved by 
resident families and visitors.  But it is hard for some people to 
access, due to the erosion of the previous stone path.   We asked 
for a ramp last year, but no money was set aside in the budget to 
build one.  SO, WE’RE BACK.   Please set aside funding for the 
Parks Department to build a ramp or easy stairs to the beach.


THE TAY TRAIL 
Last year in our delegation, we raised the issue of motorized 
vehicles on the Trail.  We are grateful to the Township and the 
Bylaw officers who did manage to “stakeout” and fine several 
people riding motorized vehicle.  But the culprits’ answer 
always seems to be “we didn’t know”.  We are asking for 
more signs on the Trail.

The turtles were plentiful this year, to the great delight of 
nature lovers.  Last year we asked for signs on common turtle 
crossings, but none were installed, and our request was 
denied.We ask you to set aside some minor funding for 
TURTLE CROSSING SIGNS.  Or, give us permission to install 
them in consultation with the Roads Department.  The roads 
nearest to the water had many sightings of dead or damaged 
turtles this year.

Community Hub Committee and their quest for a Community 
Hub in Waubaushene.  We believe that a community hub 
building, whether new or restored, will be very popular, well 
used, and is badly needed in Waubaushene.  We believe it 
should be a high priority.
